Vicar’s Letter

Dear Friends 

As summer arrives in Wensleydale, our landscape changes day by day. The light lingers well into the evening over fields and dales, gardens flourish and life settles into a gentler rhythm. 

There is a sense of space in longer days – time for conversations, an evening walk along a familiar path or quiet moments looking over the dale.

Light has deep significance in our Christian faith. Jesus says, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness but will have the light of life” (John 8:12). 
At this brightest time of the year that promise speaks clearly into our everyday lives.

In our rural communities light often arrives softly rather than dramatically.

All of our churches are open during daylight hours and they offer a place to sit, reflect or offer up a prayer. Each of these moments matter. They are ways that the light of Christ continues to shine in our parishes, welcoming all who come.

As the Church of England in this part of the Wensley Deanery, in the Ripon Episcopal area, we remain rooted in place – in stone churches, churchyards, lanes and villages – while looking outward with hope. We are developing a Deanery pilgrimage which links our places together.

Whether you worship regularly, occasionally or simply value the presence of the church in your community, you are part of that shared journey.

As the days reach their longest and begin their slow turning back towards autumn, may we remember that the light of Christ does not fade with the seasons. It remains constant - guiding us, sustaining us, and calling us to walk in hope together.

Therefore, on Easter Sunday, we lit the different candles, at our diverse locations across the benefice, as a symbol of unity.
My Faith Journey

As we continue to celebrate the 20th Penhill Benefice Anniversary
Hilary Grisewood, a member of St Margaret’s Church, Preston under Scar  agreed to share her faith journey with us. 

I was never exactly introduced to church, except via baptism as a baby. My father was a vicar and he and my mother moved to a parish in Folkestone, Kent, when they married after the war and I was born there. My father’s role was to weld together two very different parishes one of which had lost its church through bombing. My parents’ vicarage was quite new, with six bedrooms and both my parents, who worked as a team, felt they couldn’t justify having such a luxurious home unless it was used for church activities.

This meant that our house was always full of people. There were people that lived with us, like a Nigerian trainee nurse who had mental health problems, a teenager who ran away from home and lived with us for 3 years and another young girl whose parents had virtually abandoned her. There were visiting missionaries and other clergy and my parents’ friends. There were short-term visiting students from India, Malaya and Africa. At the same time our house was also used as the parish office and community centre so there were weekly meetings of clergy, confirmation groups, the Mothers’ Union and the ‘young wives’ whose children took over our dining room. People were encouraged to ‘just walk in’ and there was always coffee and biscuits.

I have huge admiration for the way in which my parents’ faith was lived out day by day, and their unstinting generosity with their time. For myself though, as an only child, the lifestyle was often difficult. As I grew older I developed a line of mute resistance; I struggled to find my own beliefs and my own path, but although I was often unhappy I was always aware of God’s presence and his love for me. When I was 13 we moved to a small industrial town in Gloucestershire where I attended a number of weekends run by the diocesan youth team and these had a big impact on me because it allowed me to explore my faith in an area away from home.

Two teachers stood out; one, a Yorkshireman from a mining community who as a history teacher taught us socialism with a Christian heart and the other was an art teacher who showed me great kindness. I learnt that small acts of kindness can have a profound and lasting effect. I loved classical music from an early age and some experiences were unforgettable like an early performance of Britten’s War Requiem in Gloucester Cathedral when I was about 14. Books and music were, and still are, a main source of inspiration for me and Handel’s Messiah often reduces me to tears because to me it shows a vision of God’s love for us and our capacity for human response. The human stories in the Bible are captivating and speak to us over 4,000 years, and well-known passages can still catch me by surprise.

It was my mother’s friends who also influenced me; they were variously Jewish, communist and gay in various combinations – an improbable addition to vicarage life! Some of them became close friends of mine and through them I heard about social work, at that time a very new profession, and I chose that; it lasted me until I retired. I always worked at the ‘coal face’ in local authority work, mainly in children’s services in South Yorkshire and I loved it. It was a gift to meet and work with people whose everyday generosity, warmth and humour was often astonishing. Saints abound, but we often don’t recognise them.

I met my husband through social work. He was and is a Catholic and although the differences in our beliefs can cause us pain there is so much that we share and we benefit from being part of two different but overlapping Christian communities.

I think I have always found God in unexpected places and amongst unconventional people and situations. But I believe we need a church and need the guidance, nourishment and inspiration of others and few of us can maintain a solitary religious life. The regular services, especially the communion service, are essential for me.

Memory making.  Life giving.

Penhill Benefice 20th Anniversary – Fun Fact!

The four PCCs have now held their Annual Parochial Church Meetings (APCMs) during April and May of this year. That might not sound extraordinary at first… until you realise that across 20 years as a Benefice, altogether that adds up to a grand total of 80 annual meetings!

Back when the Benefice first began, parish administration looked very different from today. Many PCC members didn’t have access to computers so individual reports were often handwritten and physically brought to the office to be typed up and collated into one annual report per parish.          The administrator worked at the ‘newly set up office’ in the vicar’s study at the vicarage!  
Technology had its own quirks back then. In the days of dial-up internet, the telephone and internet couldn’t be used at the same time. 
If the vicar or administrator was online the other couldn’t make a phone call without causing chaos. Younger readers may need to ask someone over 40 what that strange screeching connection noise sounded like…

The annual report forms themselves were posted out from the diocese to the vicarage, then individually sorted, packed and hand-delivered to each PCC. A far cry from today’s world of attachments, shared documents and instant replies.

Now, with a few clicks, we can happily “ping” emails and forms back and forth in seconds — something that would have seemed wonderfully advanced 20 years ago.

Perhaps the APCMs haven’t become shorter over the years… but at least the paperwork journey has!
